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	Millennium Exchange Customer Development Service Closure / Off-Book Trade Reporting Changes – 11 & 12 May 2017

	



	The purpose of this Service Announcement is to inform customers that the Millennium Exchange Customer Development Service (CDS) will be closed on Thursday 11 May 2017 and in a maintenance state on Friday 12 May 2017.  

The purpose of this closure is to perform the necessary configuration changes in order to provide a CDS environment that will mirror the production environment once TRADEcho goes live on 19 June 2017.  From Friday 12 May 2017, off-book trade reporting will no longer be available in CDS via the Millennium Exchange Post Trade Gateway and will only be available via TRADEcho.  Off-book market data will only be disseminated via the new TRADEcho GTP channels. Instruments configured for off-book trade reporting only will no longer be configured on Millennium Exchange.  The CDS XLON files will be updated to reflect all of these changes.

	TRADEcho is the suite of reporting services hosted and operated by London Stock Exchange plc, brought to market in partnership with Boat Services.  This new standalone service will completely replace the existing London Stock Exchange plc current off-book trade reporting functionality for member firms available on Millennium via the Post Trade Gateway. Millennium will however, continue to support all electronic order books and on Exchange quoting (Firm & Executable quotes).
